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PREFACE

Remembrance Book of Holocaust Victims in Belgrade: from archival
materials of the City of Belgrade 1st District Peoples Committee is published
by the Historical Archives of Belgrade as an integral part of the exhibition
“Belgrade Jews - Life and Holocaust” which presents, through archival
materials, the life of Jews in Belgrade and their plight in World War I1.

The idea for the exhibition and publication of the Rem.embran.ce Book
originated in 2012, in the course of review of the City of Belgrade 1
District People's Committee fonds, when analytical processing of the
materials of the Inheritance Division (bequests, estates) and of the War
Gains Establishment Commission was undertaken. At about the same time
the Archives received a donation of photographs illustrating Jewish-Serbian
friendship. That year was 70 years since the highest occupying authorities
in Serbia boasted that the “Jewish question” no longer exists in Serbia.

The Jewish community has been living in Belgrade for centuries, but
became nearly extinct within just two occupation years (1941 and 1942).
Out of some 12,000 Belgrade Jews, only slightly more than 1,000 survived
the Holocaust.

This R.em.em.bran.ce Book aims to remind once again of the horrible crime
against the whole people, to note names of victims hitherto unknown
and add new information about those whose names have been previously
recorded.

District People’'s Committees were the first bodies of the new government
and administration in liberated Belgrade. The People's Committee of the
City of Belgrade's 1t District was established in May 1945 by the decision
of the City of Belgrade's Executive Committee and encompassed the
territory of the Sava and Danube slopes from the rivers to Zeleni venac
(sections of the present-day municipalities of Stari Grad and Savski
Venac). The Archives started to receive the material of district committees
in 1970s. The complex structure of the City of Belgrade 1st District People's
Committee fonds contains serial-type material dating from post-war years
created through the operation of the Inheritance Division, the War
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Gains Establishment Commission and the War Damage Establishment
Commission. This district committee is so far the only one where we came
across an inheritance division. The Inheritance Division operated between
1946 and 1952 within the General Affairs Office. Its task was to establish and
assess estates of personswho died or were killed in previous years, upon request
of interested parties - inheritors or legal representatives. Inheritances -
bequests, estates, have been established for persons whose residence or
property were located in the territory of the 1st District or whose relatives-
successors lived in that territory. Preserved documents in decedents’ files
include death certificates, property assessment protocols, rarely deeds
and very seldom other documents (photographs, lists, applications). This
archival material represent cultural property of great importance. Out of
882 preserved files, about 20% refer to estates of Jews who perished in the
Holocaust. Data on files also relate to data on spouses, children and other
relatives.

These data were the starting point for further research. Based on the
materials from the 1st District People's Committee, other fonds and
collections of the Historical Archives of Belgrade, and the materials of the
Jewish Historical Museum, victims ceased to be just a number, a name
and surname without substance. They became living persons with their
own fulfilled and unfulfilled dreams that abruptly came to an end.

The Remembrance Book contains data of all perished Jews whose death
certificates have been found in the materials of 1st District's Inheritance
Division. Based on that, information on their origin, age, occupation,
marital status, place of residence, how they died and surviving members
of the family have been presented, preserving the authentic formulations
from archival materials. Names in the Remembrance Book have been
listed alphabetically (Serbian alphabet), by the decedent's last name. In
an efifort to record all victims, additional research has been undertaken in
the databases of reported war damage in the 1st and 3rd District and in other
fonds of the Historical Archives of Belgrade: Administration of the City of
Belgrade (Special Police Department, books of the Banjica camp), Archival
records of Chief of Security Police and Security Service. In addition, files of
perished attorneys-at-law kept by the Belgrade Bar Association have also
been examined. Owing to the assistance of the Jewish Historical Museum it
was possible to compare data about perished Jews, thus enabling to detect
victims that have not been recorded previously. For the same purpose,
databases of The Holocaust Martyrs' and Heroes' Remembrance Authority
(Yad Vashem, Israel), Jasenovac and Auschwitz concentration camps and
the US Holocaust Memorial Museum in Washington, D.C. have also been
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searched. Claims of war damage for almost all persons whose estates
have been registered with the 1st District People's Committee Inheritance
Division have been found in the archival materials of the War Damage
Establishment Committees of the 1st and 3rd District People's Committees.
The results of this research have been shown by symbols in the main text,
next to the victim's name. Out of 184 files of the Inheritance Division
within the 1st District People's Committee and 335 registered victims, no
data have been found in the mentioned sources for 161 perished persons.

The Remembrance Book, as a register of perished Jews, presents new
information about the victims, supplements existing data and also provides
a starting point for other researches into one of the darkest chapters of
human history.

Jewish community in Belgrade, which participated in cultural, economic and social life of the
Serbian capital citv, was almost completely destroyed in the Holocaust. An entire nation, in-
cluding newborns and helpless old men, was condemned to be destroyed and forgotten. Al-
though German Nazi occupiers intended to destroy all traces ofthe Jewish existence, informa-
tion about the property of the murdered Jews was partly preserved, because it was the only
thing valuable to the executors. Ihis was the trail followed by the diligent researchers of the
Historical Archives of Belgrade, where extremely important records, related to the history of
Belgrade Jews, are kept. Remembrance Book contains names and basic information about 335
victims, and among them, 161 victims are not mentioned in any other historical source. Now
we have in front of us members of the community condemned to complete disappearance,
persons with their names, birth dates, addresses, professions, family members, dates of death.
Remembrance Book represents the victory over the pianned oblivion; Remembrance Book
renews identities of significant number of members of Belgrade Jewish community. Due to Re-
membrance Book they are back in their town and in our collective TeTory.
