English Summaries

Preface

The article opens with a description of the geographical features of the
region and some basic information about the arrival of the Jews into the area.
In view of the fact that the pioneering work of Yakir Eventov — Volume I of
the “History of the Jews of Yugoslavia” — does not devote more than ten
pages to this subject, it would seem in order to treat the fate of the Jews of
Vojvodina, i.e. a territory in which one third of Yugoslavia’s Jews resided, in
greater detail.

Serbian post-World War II historians have provided us with useful
monographic studies on certain urban communities, We are now end-
eavouring to present a more complete review, in chronological order, of the
establishment of Jewish settlements within the context of prevailing social
and political circumstances, as well as documenting their acceptance by and
coexistence with the local populations, mainly the Serbs and the Hungarians.

The first paper, by Professor M. Frejdenberg, examines the problems
facing the first arrivals, and their absorption into local patterns of life. It also
deals with events during the 18th century, paying particular attention to
demographic and social changes in the wake of paramount European
developments.

The second paper, by Joseph Loewinger/Levinger, deals with events and
the struggle for equal rights during the 19th century and early years of the
20th century, under different ruling authorities, against the background of
existing national conflicts between Austrians and Hungarians, as well as
those between Vojvodina’s Hungarians and Serbs. The article points out the
causal links between Serbian, and particularly Hungarian, antisemitism and
the appearance of the first manifestations of a national consciousness among

the Jews.

The last article is the Editor’s contribution. He analyses the beginnings and
early successes of the Zionist movement which became a dominant factor in
th life of Vojvodina Jewry in the 1920s, and which had certain similarities to
the Zionist movements which arose in other Yugoslav regions although it
underwent a basically different process.

Complementing his statements, the Editor has appended a list of Zionist
activists of that period, together with available biographical data. A register
of synagogues throughout Vojvodina and a list of Jewish mutual aid societies
are also appended. Among the latter, the most prominent is the Dr. Bernard
Singer Hospital — unique of its kind on Yugoslav soil — and, to a lesser



degree, the “Home for the Aged and Orphans™ in Novi Sad. Both these
institutions, though local initiatives, were open to all Yugoslav Jews.

We refrained from compiling a general bibliography. Instead, each author
has included his sources within his article.

With a view to promoting wider distribution of this work, including
abroad, we are opening the Latin (left) hand side of this booklet with
summaries in the English and Serbo-Croatian languages.

Our sole aim is to relate the Jewish historical experience on Yugoslav
territories up to the time of the Holocaust, and thereby contribute to the
creation of a documented record of this time and place.

Maren Frejdenberg:
Vojvodina Jewry in the 18th Century

This paper reviews the history of the Jews of Backa and Banat, the future
Vojvodina, from the end of the 17th century until the early years of the 19th
century. By this tlme, the entire region had been conquered by the Austrians
during the war of 1683—1699. The area was devastated and severely
depopulated, and the authorities urgently needed a new population. The
primary necessity was therefore colonization. Many Serbs arrived in the area
from the South, while German colonists arrived from the North. The Jews
formed a small rivulet within this stream.

A further process was urban development and growth. There were no
ancient roots of urban life in the region. New cities (Sombor, Subotica, Veliki
Beckerek) arose, founded on the base of military settlements and small towns.
Even the capital of the province, Novi Sad, emerged from the suburb around
the fortress of Petrovaradin.

There are more sources at our disposal concerning the history of Vojvodina
Jewry in the 18th century than are available regarding the neighbouring
Serbian areas (to the south of the Danube river). These sources consist
mainly of permits for settlements in the cities, in the official correspondence
with the local authorities, and census data. These documents were discovered
in local archives by D. Colic, D. Jelic and M. Beljanski, and published in the

1970s and 80s.

This chapter aims to resolve a number of issues: From where did the
Jewish migration originate? How active was the process? What were the
principal occupations of the Jews? What was the nature of their relations with
the authorities?

At first, Jewish immigration was very poor, only some 1-2 families per
several years. Only after the mid-18th century did it become more intense.
The percentage of Jews in all cities reached approximately one per cent. Only
in Novi Sad did the percentage reach 4-5 per cent, since this was the capital
city of the province and an important military centre which badly needed
supplies provided by the Jews (gunpowder, food, etc.). In all, 33 Jewish
families (144 souls) lived in this city in 1782, The scarcity of city markets was
the reason for this poor flow of immigation.

Some Jews here were suppliers to the military. They represented the
wealthier sector of the Jewish communities. Other wealthy Jews were cattle



breeders who drove their herds across Hungary to Buda, Pest and Vienna.
The most widespread Jewish occupation, however, was the “Hausierer” — the
peddler. Poor Jews were compelled to practise this form of commerce
because their competitiors, Christian merchants, did not allow them to
acquire permanent places in the city markets. The figures of these poor
peddlers became typical in the many cities and towns of Eastern Europe, and
the phenomenon was particularly widespread in Vojvodina.

Some Jews resided in rural areas, where they were employed as “factors”
(Trade Agents) on the estates of landlords. Relations between the nobility (in
particular the magnates — counts and dukes) and their local Jews were good
at all times. Some Jews traded in alcohol. This was a common occupation for
Jews in this region, and they practised it mostly in their capacity as military
suppliers and as inn-keepers in the villages. Emperor Joseph II prohibited
such sales by Jews to the peasants, especially in large quantities and on credit.

A further rural profession of the Jews was land tenancy. Although this is
mentioned in some judicial papers, in reality it was not a widespread
phenomenon. “The Jews do not have the soil as tenants”, wrote some
contemporaries. The Jews fought in vain against this ancient ruling which
prevented them from cultivating the land.

The Jews of Vojvodina were a dynamic and mobile element of society.
They moved regularly from the rural areas into the cities and back, as
participants in weekly markets or trade fairs, for financial purposes, etc.
Their dwelling place in the city was usually the inn which served as an
important link between the city and the rural areas. The Jew could find
“kosher” food there, a bed, and safety for his wares. The role of the inn in
Jewish economic life cannot therefore be overestimated.

Evidence on the internal life of the Jewish communities is, unfortunately,
rather scare. However, we can follow its development in certain cities, such as
Novi Sad. The “Beit ha-Tefilla” appears as its first elements during the first
and second decades of the 18th century. About that time, the city authorities
approved the post of the “parnass” in the community. Later, the “Hevra
Kadisha”, a mutual aid .society, was founded, and the ritual slaughterer
(“shlachter”) appeared. Four synagogues were erected, one after the other: the
Novi Sad community was sufficiently well-to-do to build them.

There is information at our disposal as to the division of occupations
within the communities. The Hungarian “Landtag” in Bratislava (Pressburg),
in 1807, laid down the following categories of Jews: 1. Merchants negotiating
with their own capital; 2. Merchants and artisans trading on credit; 3.
Independent farmers; 4. Tenants; 5. Servants. One hundred Jews lived in
Novi Sad in the mid-18th century, of which only seventeen were house-
owners. Among the ten Jews who lived in Sombor, only three were house-
owners. Five cattle-breeders living in Sombor earned only 100-125 florins per



year, while a sixth, a rich man, earned two thousand florins. While some
wealthy Jewish merchants dominated the city market, other Jews were simply
derprived of any possibility of making a decent living.

The majority of Jewish inhabitants were poor. The average family income
in Subotica was 5-20 florins per annum (by comparison, the income of a
municipal clerk was 150 florins). Only two Jewish families in Subotical at
that time earned as much as 60 florins. The majority of indigent Jews were
teachers, “shlachters” and musicians.

The relations between Vojvodina Jewry and the authorities were rather
complex. The municipal authorities mostly wavered between an anti-Jewish
position and moderation regarding the Jewish merchants who were active as
food suppliers to the cities. The relations of the Jews with the nobility were
on the whole favourable. Jews worked on many Hungarian estates as
“factors”, inn-keepers, etc. Consequently, the nobility often supported Jewish
petitions to the Landtag in Pressburg (especially in the 1790s).

One institution which was most hostile to the Jews was the Emperor’s
Court in Vienna. For example, Charles VI, in 1726, prohibited the marriages
of sons of Jewish families, apart from the first born son, so that younger sons
were forced to emigrate. Empress Maria-Theresia (1740-1780) was even more
hostile to the Jews. In 1744, she introduced the so-called “Toleranzsteuer™ or
“Toleranztax” which was imposed on the Jews who lived in the Hungarian
part of the Empire. They were forced to pay 20,000 florins each year for eight
consecutive years. This tax, which the Jews called the “Malkegeld”, was
especially despised by the Vojvodina (and Hungarian) Jews. This tax was
later increased to thirty, fifty and even eighty thousand florins.

The situation changed after the accession of Emperor Joseph II (1780-
1790). The new Emperor issued a decree known as the “Toleranzpatent™
(1783) which was received by the Jews with delight. The decree permitted
them to cultivate the land, practise handicrafts, reside wherever they so
desired, and remove the yellow signs from their garments. Other decrees
favourable to the Jews followed. One of them was a decree of the Landtag
called “De Judaeis” (1792). This was the last act assuring greater equality to
the Jews. Soon a long period of repressive acts and persecutions followed
which lasted until the eventual Emancipation of the 1860s came about.



Josef Levinger:

The Jews of Vojvodina in the 19th and Early 20th Centuries

The documented presence of Jews in Dalmatia, Macedonia and Thrace
during the early centuries of the Christian era may be taken as the basis for
the assumption that Jews also lived in Southern Pannonia (the later Serbian
Vojvodina) and that they were probably suppliers to the Roman legions in a
later era. In Christian Byzantium — from the 4th to the 9th century — Jews
were considered strangers who observed a distinct, but nevertheless tolerated,
religion.

During the Middle Ages — from the 10th to the 16th century — the
fortunes of the Jews of Vojvodina, small in numbers, were closely linked to
those of the Christian feudal state of Hungary, and also to the fate of the
borderland Serbian fiefdoms. It is likely that Jews even lived among the tribal
groups of Avars and among other Asiatic tribes which made incursions into
this territory and temporarily settled there, and some of these tribes adopted
certain Jewish symbols. Some of the excavated Jewish artefacts discovered at
Chelarevo (earlier, in Hungarian, Csib) on the banks of the Danube, in the
vicinity of Backa Palanka, point to such a possibility.

During the period of the Turkish rule — from the 16th to the end of the
18th century — Jewish merchants were admitted to the local markets and
allowed to trade with other countries. At the same time, they were subject to
discrimination and burdened with higher taxes than the local Moslem
merchants. The authorities generally treated the Jews leniently, considering
them the “lesser evil” as compared to the Christian population, and judging
them a somewhat harmless element. Later, in the course of the 18th century,
the Turks were expelled from that region and the entire province of
Vojvodina was annexed to the Hungarian lands under the rule of the
Habsburg monarchy. ~

In. the middle of the 18th century, the first Jewish communities were
established and recognized by the authorities. The founders were groups of
new immigrants from Moravia, Burgenland and Galicia. However, until the
ascent of Emperor Joseph II to the Habsburg throne in 1790, Jews were not
granted equal rights; in some instances, they were even expelled. This
situtation changed when Joseph II became Emperor, as he stood for a new
social order, known as Enlightened Absolutism. He regarded the Jews as
suitable collaborators in economic development, and for this reason,
proclaimed partial Jewish emancipation and granted new rights to all Jews



already settled in Vojvodina. These rights were meant to come into effect
within the framework of the compulsory Germanization of public life.

Following the dynamic changes engendered by the rise of the Reformist
movement in Hungary, demands for the acceleration of Jewish emanicipation
were made from the Hungarian side, since the Jews were considered by them
to be indispensible promoters of large-scale economic development. These
demands were also motivated by the desire to achieve a Hungarian ethnic
majority in the kingdom, especially in Vojvodina. Finally, in 1840, new
regulations favouring Jewish emancipation were adopted by the “Hungarian
Estates” (parliament). During the futile Hungarian uprising of 1849, the
general emancipation of all Jews settled on Hungarian soil, including
Vojvodina, was proclaimed by the Hungarian authorities. This decision was
not put into effect, however, since the Hungarians themselves did not achieve
full independence. Following the Hungarian military defeat and the establish-
ment of Bach’s absolutist regime, even those accoplishments which had earlier
been attained in the struggle for the equal rights of Jewish subjects, were
subsequently abolished.

The military defeat of the Habsburgs in Italy in 1859, and their failure in
the war against Prussia in 1866, coupled with the fast growth and economic
rise of urban centers throughout the Monarchy, and especially in Hungary
and Vojvodina, eventually compelled the court in Vienne to negotiate with
the Hungarian representatives and grant Hungary a greater degree of
independence. This was confirmed by an argeement signed in 1867 allowing
for the establishment of an Austro-Hungarian confederation and the
annexation of Vojvodina to Hungary. The changes engendered by the establish-
ment of Hungarian self-rule also meant new living conditions for the Jews. In
all provinces of the Hungarian kingdom, economic life, based on a monetary
economy, began to flourish. These changes led to gradual Jewish emanci-
pation from 1860 onwards. Complete emancipation was proclaimed in 1867,
and in 1895, the right to accept proselytes into the fold, was declared.

Jewish emancipation in Hungary and Vojvodina promoted progress and
welfare in all spheres of life, including religious and cultural activities. The
social framework underwent complete change. The number of Jews in
Vojvodina doubled, reaching 30,000, and their living conditions greatly
improved. In certain spheres of the economy and culture, Jews even gained
the upper hand, particularly in banking, insurance and foreign trade. Jews
also made significant contributions to the flourishing of several branches of
industry. They were prominent in the fields of transportation and manufactur-
ing, and took part in the electrification of Vojvodina. Jews were amongst the
most prominent physicians, lawyers and journalists. Jewish names could also
be found in culture and the arts, particularly show business. All the larger
Jewish communities built stately synagogues which compared favourably to
the churches of the major religions.
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During this period of history, the Jews undoubtedly played a major role in
the life of the state and province. Outstanding Jewish personalities, some of
them very wealthy, gained access to the ranks of the nobility. In some
instances, it was even possible to buy a nobleman’s title. Jews who paid high
tax rates were made members of city councils and autonomous governing
bodies, known as virilists, without election. As a result, it is evident that the
number of Jews in these bodies surpassed their proportionate share of the
general population. In the Hungarian state administration, in the political
parties, and even in the army, certain Jews held positions of great respon-
sibility. All these achievements were attained within the context of Hungarian
nationalism and the active participation of Jews in this movement. However,
this Jewish political stance provoked a negative reaction from the leaders of
the Serbian national movement. Consequently, at the end of the 19th century,
the latter movement adopted certain anti-Jewish traits which followed stereo-
types promoted by the tradition of the Orthodox church. This trend wac
reinforced by economic considerations: Jewish merchants were seen as rivals
to their Serbian counterparts, as more successful competitors who in some
instances had gained the upper hand at the expense of Serbian shopkeepers.
During this period, Yasha Tomic, scion of a Serbian merchant family whose
business had gone bankrupt, founded the Serbian Radical Party in
Vojvodina. He himself had failed as a university student, but had studied in
Vienna during the period when the notorious antisemite Luegger was mayor
of Vienna. Yasha Tomic was the owner and editor-in-chief of the daily
newspaper “Zastava” which he used to promote an antisemitically-tainted
brand of Serbian nationalism.

From the end of the 19th century, an even more dangerous form of
Hungarian antisemitism began to raise its head. This Hungarian version of
antisemitism was rooted in the traditions of both the Catholic and Protestant
churches. It gained momentum, stirred by worsening economic conditions
which provoked bitterness among the masses of the uneducated and im-
proverished Hungarian agrarian proletariat. Antisemitism was also exploited
by the certain political circles in their struggle aganist the expanding influence
of the social-democratic movement which they labelled “Jewish”. The clergy
too contributed to the spreading of hatred towards the Jews, leading to the
infamous Tisza-Eszlar blood libel case.

Such an atmosphere made possible the emergence of a legal antisemitic
party under the leadership of Geza Istoczy. At the height of its influence in
the 1880’s, this party gained five per cent of the votes in elections, provoked
assaults on Jews, and organized several programs in Hungary and even in
Vojvodina. The deepening economic crisis, followed by antisemitic agitation
and the prolonged First World War which ended in defeat, led to a reversal
of opinion among some Jewish communities regarding recent political events
and historical developments. A gradual move towards the strengthening of
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Jewish self-determination took place. Former Jewish prisoners-of-war, re-
leased from captivity in Russia, played an important role in this evolution
towards Zionism. Many disillusioned former Austrian and Hungarian soldiers
and officers had arrived at a new understanding of political realities while
behind bars, and now ceased to believe in assimilation as a solution to the
Jewish problem. These returness, alongside Jews who had originally hailed
from Eastern Europe, founded the Zionist movement in Vojvodina, now
incorporated in the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes. In the ensuing
period between the two world wars, this movement rose to a dominant
position in Jewish public life.
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Zvi Loker:

Early Zionists in Vojvodina

Whereas in Croatia and in Bosnia/ Herzegovina conditions were fertile for
Zionist activity, and an organizational framework already in place even prior
to the creation of the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes (S.H.S.), the
situation in Vojvodina was not yet ripe for such an initiative. Hungarian
Jewish assimilation had retarded the adoption of an independent Jewish
political stance. It took considerable disappointment caused by the
Hungarians, and reappraisals from Austro-Hungarian Jewish POWs follow-
ing their Russian captivity, before it became possible to create an “Associa-
tion of National Jews” in Novi Sad, the capital of the region. Indeed, the
initiators of this move were mostly Jews which had originally hailed from
Eastern Europe-— where they had been steeped in Jewish culture and
remained unassimilated from the majority populations — together with some
returnees from Russia. The public expression of their views was mainly aired
through their weekly organ which appeared in German as the “Juedisches
Volksblatt” (Jewish People’s Herald). This weekly was published during the
critical period between 1921 and the end of 1924. The Association grew in
numbers, later founding a youth section and supporting the Jewish sporting
club “Judah Maccabi”.

The Zionists of Novi Sad had maintained substantive ties with Zionist
centers in Vienna and Berlin even prior to establishing the Association. Their
desire to maintain their independence, together with linguistic differences,
proved an impediment to full cooperation with the territorial Zionist
Federation, whose headquarters were in Zagreb (Croatia). It is therefore not
surprising that local branches of the Federation did not come about officially
before the early 1930s, In 1937, a Zionist District Secretariat for Vojvodina
was set up in Novi Sad which was located within the Jewish Communal
Center, which had opened its doors in 1935.

By the end of the 1920s, Zionist activists had already taken over the
leadership of the Jewish community. In the municipal elections of 1928, for
the first time a separate “Jewish party” ran, unexpectedly gaining five seats
on the local Council. The former Kehilla militant assimilationists, together
with those Jews whose identify was mainly religious, had to content them-
selves with religious, cultural, and in particular social welfare work. At the
same time, the Zionists endeavoured to promote the sale of the Zionist
shekel, as an endorsement of the movement for Jewish revival, collected
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funds for Palestine, and stressed the teaching of Jewish heritage, including
courses in Hebrew.

The authorities were generally favourable to these trends and did not
interfere. Most of the religious functionaries, trained in German, Austrian or
Hungarian rabbinical seminaries or yeshivot, were at first less than
enthusiastic about the new ways introduced by the Zionists. Gradually,
however, many of them joined the ranks and conformed to the prevailing new
spirit. Others behaved passively or were indifferent.

The incorporation of Vojvodina’s Zionists into the general Yugoslav
framework, took the form of regularly electing a representative from this
region as Vice-President of the Zionist Federation, and the successful hosting
of two sessions of the Zionist National Council in Novi Sad. Zionist activity
in Vojvodina was in full swing when the joint Hungarian/German occupation
took place, marking the start of the genocide of Vojvodina’s Jews, as well as
of Jews throughout Yugoslavia.

Predgovor

Potinje s opisom geografskih obeleZja pokrajine i osnovnih podataka o
doseljavanju Jevreja u ove krajeve. S obzirom na &injenicu da je u pionirskom
delu Jakira Eventova — u I. tomu Istorije Jevreja Jugoslavija (hebrejski) —
ovom podrudju posveéeno svega desetak strana, ukazala se potreba Sire
obrade teritorije, na kojoj je bivstvovala jedna tre¢ina jugoslovenskih Jevreja.
Srpski istorifari posleratne ere dali su nam korisne monografske studije o
pojedinim lokalnim zajednicama, pa je tu poduzet pokusfaj celovitog i
hronoloski sredjenog prikazivanja kako nastanka jevrejskih op§tina u datim
drustveno-polititkim uslovima, tako i u pogledu saZivljavanja i koegzistencije
sa vefinom stanovni§tva, t.j. sa Srbima i sa Madjarima. Prvi esej je delo
profesora M. Frejdenberg-a koji opisuje simo doseljavanje i snalaZenje u
novim prilikama, te pojave tokom XVIII. veka, s naro&itim obzirom na
demografska i druStvena kretanja, u povezanosti s glavnim evropskim
zbivanjima. U drugom eseju, iz pera Josef Levingera, obradjeni su dogadjaji i
borbe za ravnopravnost tokom XIX veka i potetkom XX veka pod vidom
menjanja vladajuéih reZima i nacionalnih sukoba, Austrijanaca sa Madjarima,
kao i izmedju vojvodjanskih Madjara i Srba. Levinger je ukazao na uzroinu
vezu srpskog, a narotito madjarskog, antisemitizma i prvih pojava jevrejske
nacionalne svesti. Poslednji esej je prilog urednikov. On prikazuje zaZetke i
prve uspehe cionistitkog pokreta koji je tokom 20tih godina naseg doba
postao dominantan medju vojvodjanskim Jevrejima, sli¢no, no ipak drukéije,
od ostalih jugoslovenskih pokrajina.

Analizi te pojave pridodati su li¢ni podaci o javnim radnicima na tom
polju, kao i o sinagogama $irom Vojvodine i jevrejskim dobrotvornim
drudtvima i ustanovama za medjusobnu pomoé. Medju potonjima isti¢e se
Jevrejska bolnica na ime Dr. Bernarda Singer-a u Subotici — jedinstvena na
jugoslovenskom tlu — zatim i “Utog&iSte za stare i sirotad” u Novom Sadu.
Ove ustanove, nikle iz mesnih pobuda, znatajne su po tome $to su sluZile
celokupnoj jevrejskoj zajednici Jugoslavije.

Nismo sastavili op$tu bibliografiju, veé¢ je svaki autor naznatio izvore
kojima se sluZio, u samom svom napisu.

Iskljuéivi nam je cilj ukazati na jevrejsku pro$lost na jugoslovenskim
teritorijama i doprinet1 oduvanju dokumentovane uspomene na istu.

Jevreji Vojvodine u XVIII. veku

Predmet ovog rada je istorija Jevreja Baéke i Banata, t.j. delova buduée
Vojvodine, od kraja XVII. do poletka XIX. veka. U tom razdoblju,
Habsburgike Armije osvojile su celu tu pokrajinu u ratovima od 1683 do
1699 g. Taj dugotrajni rat toliko je opustoio ceo kraj da se pojavila hitna
potreba za novim naseljenicima. Doista, proces kolonizacije tih krajeva
odvijao se svestrano: dok su sa Juga energiéno nadirali Srbi, sa Severa su
dolazili Nemci, Slovaci i Rusini. U tom valu doseljavanja, udeo Jevreja bio je
neznatan. Uporedo sa kolonizacijom razvijao se i proces formiranja gradskih
naselja. Urbanizacija je, medjutim, tekla relativno sporo budué¢i da-je na
mestu bilo premalo tradicija gradjanskog Zivota. Tako su nastali gradovi, kao
Sombor, Veliki Betkerek i Subotica na podruéjima obuhvaéenim bivsim
vojnim naseobinama. Cak se i Novi Sad, buduéa prestonica pokrajine, razvio
iz predgradja i §andeva petrovaradinske tvrdjave.

U pogledu istorije vojvodjanskih Jevreja tokom XVIII. veka raspolazemo s
obilnijom gradjom, no $to je slu¥aj s istorijom Jevreja susednih srpskih
oblasti, juzno od Dunava. Primera radi: odluke mesnih vlasti i njihovo
medjusobno dopisivanje pretstavljaju takvu gradju. Srpski istoridari, Coli¢,
Beljanski i Jeli¢, koristife se ovim materijalom, objavivii niz takvih
dokumenata tokom 70tih i 80tih godina naeg veka. No ipak, na nama je da
ispitamo sledetu problematiku: Koji je bio intenzitet jevrejskog doseljavanja?
Cime su se ti Jevreji bavili? Kakvi su bili odnosi Jevreja s lokalnim vlastima?

Isprva, jevrejsko useljavanje u ove krajeve bilo je prilino ograni¢eno — po
jedna ili dve porodice u toku nekoliko godina; ono je tek sredinom XVIII.
veka poteklo u veéoj meri. Udeo Jevreja u gradskom stanovnistvu Vojvodine
nije prevazifao | procenat, s izuzetkom Novog Sada, gde je dosezao do 4 ili
5%. Veéi udeo Jevreja u Novom Sadu proistiée iz same funkcije toga grada
kao administrativnog i vojnog centra, kome je nuZno stalno i redovno
snabdevanje municijom, hranom i ostalom robom, §to su je uglavnom Jevreji
obezbedili. Godine 1782 Zivelo je tu 144 Jevreja, u 33 domaéinstva. Glavni
uzrok relativno slabog doseljavanja Jevreja nalazi se u ogranitenom obimu
gradskog trziita u prvo vreme.

Bogatiji sloj Jevreja bavio se prvenstveno opskrbom vojske. Pored ovih
liferanata, drugi ekonomski ja&i Jevreji izvozili su stoku u Be&, PoZun i Budu.
Vetina Jevreja bavila se torbarenjem (bili su t.zv. ‘hauzireri’). Siromasni
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Jevreji morali su se latiti toga posla, s obzirom na to §to im konkurenti,
hri§¢anski trgovci, ne dadoSe da dodju do stalnih tezgi na gradskoj &arsiji.
Siromasni Jevreji-torbari bili su redovna pojava §irom Isto&ne Evrope, no u
manjim razmerama nego u Vojvodini.

Manji deo Jevreja Ziveo je na selu. Medju potonjima bilo je i ‘faktora’, t.j.
delovodja ili ekonoma na imanjima veleposednika. Op$te uzevsi, odnos
plemica, a osobito grofova i knefeva, prema Jevrejima bio je uglavnom
povoljan. Poneki seoski Jevreji Vojvodine, bavili su se davnainjom pro-
fesijom Jevreja — prodavanjem alkoholnih pi¢a, prvenstveno vojsci ili pak
seoskim svrati§tima ili krémama. DrZavne vlasti su ba3 tu trgovinu po-
vremeno sprecavale ili ograniavale. Tako na primer: Car Josip II zabranio im
je jednom trgovinu na veliko sa seoskim Zivljem, ukljudivo prodaju na
veresiju. Neki Jevreji bili su zakupnici zemlje. O tome nalazimo podataka u
pravnim spisima, ali iste treba primati sa rezervom, s obzirom na neznatnu
koli€inu takvih spisa. S druge strane, savremeni izvori, putopisi, svedoce
naprotiv da se “Ovda$nji Jevreji ne bave zakupom zemlje”. Tu i tamo
nailazimo na dokaze o tome da su se Jevreji borili protiv ukorenjenih zabrana
bavljenjem zemljoradnjom, ali znamo da ovi napori, da se ta zabrana ukine,
nisu urodili plodom.

Valja naglasiti da su vojvodjanski Jevreji bili izri¢ito mobilan Zivalj. Oni su
esto putovali iz sela u grad radi u&e$éa na nedeljnim pazarima i prazniénim
sajmovima, kao i u cilju udovoljavanja svojim nov&anim obavezama. U gra-
dovima, noéili su u svrati§tima, koja su u to doba bile znaZajne spone izmedju
grada i sela. Tu su Jevreji mogli da dobiju ‘koser’ hranu te da uZivaju li¢nu i
materijalnu bezbednost. Jasno je da su ta svratiita odigrala vaZznu ulogu u
Zivotu vojvodjanskih Jevreja.

Podaci o Zivotu prvih jevrejskih zajednica su, naZalost, veoma oskudni.
Ipak nam je omoguceno da pratimo stvaranje opitina u pojedinim gradovima,
na primer u Novom Sadu. Vet potetkom XVIII. veka, bogomolja (‘Bet ha-
tefila’) pretstavlja osnovni temelj u Zivotu tamo3nje opitine. U to vreme
gradske vlasti postavljaju prve opstingke sudije, t.zv. Judenrichter-e. Tada se
osnivaju i dobrotvorna i pogrebna ‘Sveta druitva’ (Hevra kadi$a), a ujedno se
pojavljuju i prvi ritualni kolja&i, zvani ‘§lahteri’. Tokom vremena podignute
su u Novom Sadu ne manje od &etiri bogomolje — reéiti znak ekonomskog
blagostanja.

Unutar same opStine novosadske odvija se postepeno druitveno raslo-
javanje. To se vidi u odluci madZarske ‘diete’, staleske skupitine u PoZunu
(dana¥njoj Bratislavi), iz 1807 godine, kojom se sluibeno odredjuje
razvrstavanje Jevreja, na sledeéi nadin: 1. Trgovci sa sopstvenim obrtnim
kapitalom; 2. Trgovci i zanatlije koji se slue pozajmljenim sretstvima;
3. Samostalni zemljoposednici; 4. Iznajmljivagi zemlje i 5. PosluZitelji. U
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Novom Sadu je sredinom XVIII, veka Zivelo oko stotinak Jevreja, a od njih
samo 17 behu kuéevlasnici.

U Somboru, bilo je Jevreja-trgovaca stokom, &iji je godi¥nji prihod
procenjen sa 100 — 150 florina, a jednom od njih pripisan je dohodak od
2000 florina. U veéim gradovima, nekoliko imuénih trgovaca Jevreja
zavlada$e gradskim trZi§tima, doim su ostali savernici morali da se zadovolje
s minimalnim, ili jo§ niZim, Zivotnim uslovima. Znamo da je veéina voj-
vodjanskih Jevreja pripadala sirotinji. Prose¢ni godi$nji prihod takve po-
rodice, u Subotici na primer, nije prevazi$ao sumu od 20 florina, dok je plata
gradskog sluZbenika iznosila 150 florina. U toj opstini, samo su dve porodice
dosegle prihod od 60 florina. Utitelji, $lahteri i muzifari spadali su medju
najsiromasnije slojeve jevrejskog stanovniitva.

Odnosi vojvodjanskih Jevreja sa vlastima bili su priliéno sloZeni. Politika
gradskih uprava prema Jevrejima u datom periodu bila je promenljiva, buduéi
da se kolebala izmedju protiv-jevrejskih stavova s jedne i povremenih
umerenih ili liberalnih stavova, s druge strane. Nema sumnje da su Jevreji
kao trgovci-snabdevali pretstavljali vaZan elemanat, s kojim je trebalo
ratunati. Istovremeno, odnosi izmedju Jevreja i plemiéa bili su padnosljivi.
Uostalom, madZarsko plemstvo je &esto podrZavalo jevrejske molbe —
peticije — upucene staleSkom parlamentu u PoZunu, osobito tokom 90tih
godina XVIII. veka. Od svih merodavnih ustanova — sve do kraja XVIIIL.
veka — samo je Carski dvor u Betu imao izriCito negativan stav prema
Jevrejima. Na pr., car Karlo VI je 1726 godine ogranitio dozvolu sklapanja
brakova na samo prvorodjenog sina jevrejske porodice. Ostali su dakle bili
primorani da odu u druga mesta, u potrazi za nevestom. Carica Marija
Terezija (vladala je 1740 — 1780) ispoljila se kao najgori neprijatelj Jevreja.
Ona je ustanovila, 1740 godine, specijalni porez za sve Jevreje pod vidom
‘Poreza tolerancije’. Taj porez je vaZio u svim zemljama madZarske krune
dakle i u Vojvodini. Jevreji behu primorani da uplate 20.000 florina tokom
osam godina. Taj danak Jevreji prozvase ‘Malke-geld’ (Kraljiine pare), po
zlu poznate medju madZarskim i vojvodjanskim Jevrejima. Tokom godina,
daZbina je jo§ povisena prvo na 30, pa na 50 i napokon i na 80 hiljada florina.

Stupanjem na presto Josipa II (1780 — 1790), stanje se znatno promenilo.
Novi car je, 1783 godine, proglasio svoj ‘Patent Tolerancije’ koji je s odusevlje-
njem primljen u krugu jevrejskih podanika. Tom carskom reformatorskom
odlukom dozvoljeno je Jevrejima da obradjuju zemlju, bavljenje raznim
zanatima, slobodno naseljavanje, pa je &ak i obavezno noSenje poniZavajuéih
oznaka na odelima ukinuto. Sledili su novi, po Jevreje povoljni, carski
dekreti. Odlukom madZarske skupdtine od 1792 godine objavijen je dekret
‘De Judaeis’ t.j. o pravima i duZnostima Jevreja. Isti je sankcionisan od strane
cara i kralja, nosioca madZarske krune. Iza ovog dekreta sledio je jo¥ dug
period represije i progona sve do emancipacije 40tih godina XIX. veka.

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Josef Léﬁnger:
Jevreji Vojvodine u XIX i poéetkom XX stoleca

Dokazano prisustvu Jevreja u Dalmaciji, Makedoniji i Trakiji u prvim
stoleéima naSe ere moZe se smatrati osnovom za pretpostavku da je i na
teritoriji Juzne Panonije (kasnije srpske Vojvodine) verovatno bilo Jevreja, i
to kao snabdevada rimskih legija. U hri§éanskoj Vizantiji — od IV do IX
veka — Jevreji su smatrani strancima, pripadnicima jedne svojstvene, ali ipak
tolerisane religije. Tokom Srednjeg Veka — od X do XVI veka — sudbina
malobrojnih vojvodjanskih Jevreja usko je vezana za sudbinu feudalno-
hri§¢éanske Madjarske i pograniénih srpskih feuda. Cak i medju grupama
Avara i drugih azijskih plemena, koja su upadala na tu teritoriju i privremeno
se nastanila, ili je bilo Jevreja, ili su ta plemena poprimila izvesne jevrejske
simvole. Na tu moguénost ukazuju nalazi Celareva (Csib, madjarski raniji
naziv mesta) na Dunavu, kraj Batke Palanke. U doba osmanlijske vlasti —
XVI do kraja XVII veka — Jevreji su prihvaceni kao nosioci kako domace
tako i spoljne trgovine, iako behu zapostavljeni i oporezovani jate od
muslimana. Vlasti su se odnosile prema njima uglavnom povoljno, s obzirom
na to §to su u njima videli ‘manje zlo® u poredjenju sa hri¥¢anskim
stanovni§tvom i kao bezopasan elemenat. Tokom XVIII veka Turci su
proterani, a cela je pokrajina pripojena madjarskim zemljama
Habsburgovaca. Pod tim reZimom osnovane su — pogevsi od sredine XVIII
stoleta — prve jevrejske opStine. To su uéinile grupe novih doseljenika iz
Moravske, Burgenlanda i Galicije. Do dolaska na presto cara Josipa I1, 1790
godine, Jevrejima su ograniavana prava, pa su pokatkad i proterivani. Josip
II bio je pretstavnik prosvefenog apsolutizma i kao takav ocenio je
Jevreje pogodnim saradnicima na ekonomskom polju. Stoga je proglasio
delimi¢no emancipaciju ve¢ dotada nastanjenih Jevreja u carevini, pa
sledstveno i vojvodjanskih, pod uslovom obavezne germanizacije javnog
Zivota. U novonastaloj dinamici i jatanjem reformistitkog pokreta u
Madjarskoj, pojavi$e se zahtevi za ubrzanjem emancipacije Jevreja, buduéi da
su potonji smatrani neophodnim pokretatima privrednog razvitka veéih
razmera, a ujedno i u cilju obezbedjenja madjarske etnitke veéine u carevini,
pogotovo u Vajvodini. Madjarski stale§ki parlamenat izglasao je, 1840
godine, nove mere u pravcu emancipacije. Tokom neuspe¥ne Madjarske
bune, potetkom 1849 godine, iako sami Madjari ne postigo$e nezavisnost,
proglajena je opita emancipacija Jevreja na madjarskom tlu, dakle i u
Vojvodini. Ta odluka, medjutim, nije sprovedena u delo. Stavife, nakon
madjarskog vojnog poraza i tokom ‘Bachove reakcije’, ukinuta su i dota-
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da3nja postignuéa u borbi za jevrejsku ravnopravnost. Neuspesi Habs-
burgovaca u talijanskim ratovima, 1859 godine, i poraz u ratu sa Prusijom,
1866 godine, uz brzi razvitak i jatanja gradova u celoj Carevini, a posebno u
Madjarskoj i Vojvodini, primoraje Krunu da pregovara s madjarskim
pretstavnicima i da im prizna nezavisnost. To je usledilo sklapanjem
Nagodbe, 1867 godine, kojom je Carevina postala Austro-ugarska kon-
federacija, a Vojvodina biva priklju¢ena Madjarskoj. Pod novim uslovima
Zivota, pod madjarskom upravom, obezbedjen je ekonomski procvat u vidu
nov&ane privrede u svim pokrajinama madjarske Kraljevine. Ova promena
dovela je do postupne emancipacije, potevii od 1860 godine pa nadalje.
Potpuna emancipacija Jevreja proglasena je 1687 godine. Ista je proirena s
pravom na prijem prozelita, 1895 godine. Emancipacija madjarskih i voj-
vodjanskih Jevreja posluZila je potstrekom blagostanju i napretku na svim
poljima delatnosti, ukljudiv§i verski i kuiturni domen. Stvoreno je novo
stanje. U to doba se broj Jevreja udvostruéio i iznosio 30.000 dusa, dok im se
i materijalno stanje znatno popravilo. U izvesnim oblastima privrednog i
kulturnog rada, Jevreji postigo$e &ak i hegemonisti¢ki poloZaj, naroéito u
bankarstvu, spoljnoj trgovini te u vi§e grana industrijskog razvitka. Istakose
se prvenstveno u saobracaju i preradjivackoj industriji, a doprineli su i
elektrifikaciji pokrajine. Bili su prominentni jo§ i u medicini, pravosudju,
osiguranju i u §tampi. Uzeli su aktivnog ue$éa u umetnosti, osobito u njenim
zabavnim ograncima. U svim ve¢im op$tinama sagradjene su reprezentativne
sinagoge, koje nisu zaostajale za crkvama glavnih veroispovesti.

Jevreji su u ovom periodu besumnje odigrali znatajnu ulogu u Zivotu
driave i pokrajine. Istaknutim ili veoma imuénim Jevrejima dodeljene su
plemiéke titule, a ponekad su se iste mogle i kupiti. Jevreji koji su plaéali
znatne stope poreza, uvr§tavani su u gradske skupitine i u samoupravna tela
bez izbora, kao t.zv. virilisti. Na taj nain bio je udeo Jevreja u tim telima
mnogo veéi od njihovog udela u stanovniStvu. U ugarskoj administraciji, u
politickim partijama, pa i u vojsci, pojedinci Jevreji zauze$e odgovorne
duZnosti. Svi ti uspesi postignuti su u okviru madjarskog nacionalizma i
aktivnim udei¢em u njegovim manifestacijama. Ta pojava izazvala je
negativnu reakciju kod prvaka srpskog nacionalnog pokreta. Usled toga,
krajem XIX stolea, taj je pokret poprimio antijevrejsko obeleZje, u skladu
sa stereotipnim tradicijama pravoslavlja. Taj smer je jo§ pojatan trZi¥nom
konkurencijom sa strane jevrejskih trgovaca. U tom rivalstvu, Jevrejima je
ponegde poslo za rukom da potisnu srpsku &ariju. Izdanak srpskih trgovaca
pod steajem i bezuspeSan student u Beu — za vreme gradona&elnika
Luegger-a, zloglasnog antisemite — Ja%a Tomi¢ postade osnivatem Srpske
radikalne stranke u Vojvodini. Bio je i vlasnik/urednik dnevnika ‘Zastava’, U
tom svojstvu pokazao se kao protagonista antisemitski obojenog srpskog
nacionalizma. S druge strane, od kraja XIX veka pa na ovamo, digao je glavu
madjarski, jo§ opasniji, antisemitizam. Ta madjarska verzija antisemitizma,
bila je ukorenjena kako u katoli¢koj tako i u evangeli¢koj veri. Taj pravac se
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razvijao pod vidom pada privredne konjunkture koji je izazvao ogorfenje u
masama zaostalog i osiromasenog agrarnog proletarijata. Antisemitizam je
takodje koriéen u izvesnim polititkim krugovima u borbi protiv uticaja
socijaldemokratije koja je tada bila u porastu, oZigofavanjem iste kao toboZe
‘jevrejske’. 1 kler je doprineo 3irenju mrZnje protiv Jevreja, koja se izrodila u
neslavnu krvnu osvadu, u t.zv. Tisa Eslarskoj aferi. U toj atmosferi mogao je
Géza Istébczy da osnuje legalnu antisemitsku stranku. Ta je stranka, na svom
vrhuncu, postigla, 80ih godina, 5% glasova, a na terenu je prouzrokovala
izgrede i nekoliko pogroma u Madjarskoj, pa i u Vojvodini. Sve oftrija
ekonomska kriza, uz antisemitsko huskanje, te dugotrajni, a napokon i
izgubljeni, I svetski rat, izazva$e u pojedinim jevrejskim op3tinama reviziju
pogleda na dogadjaje i istorijska kretanja. Tako je doflo do postepenog
preokreta u duhu jevrejske samosvesti. U tom preokretu ka cionizmu odigrase
znatajnu ulogu povratnici iz ruskog ropstva, razofarani bivsi austrijski ili
madjarski oficiri i vojnici. Mnogi medju njima dosli su do novih spoznaja,
odbaciv§i asimilatorstvo kao reSenje jevrejskog pitanja, i to ba¥ u zaro-
bljeni¢kim logorima. Ovi su ljudi, zajedno s Jevrejima poreklom iz istotne
Evrope, osnovali cionisti¢ki pokret medju Jevrejima Vojvodine u Kraljevini
S.H.S., kojoj je prikljutena i Vojvodina. Ovaj je pokret postaoc dominantan
medju Jevrejima celokupne drZave u periodu izmedju dva Svetska rata.
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Cvi Loker:
Poceci cionizma u Vojvodini

Dok su u Hrvatskoj i u Bosni/ Hercegovini ve¢ pre stvaranja drzave S.H.S.
stvoreni uslovi i organizacioni okviri cionistitke delatnosti, u Vojvodini je to
usledilo tek docnije. Madjarsko-jevrejska asimilacija je dugo odolevala
prodiranju samostalnog jevrejskog opredeljivanja i tek su mnoga razotaranja
od madjarskog patriotizma i nove spoznaje koje su doneli sobom bivsi
jevrejski zarobljenici iz Rusije, omoguéili osnivanje ‘Saveza narodnih Jevreja’
u Novom Sadu. Pokretadi ove organizacije bili su veinom, bilo Jevreji
poreklom iz Isto¢ne Evrope, nosioci jevrejske kulture i neasimilovani u svojim
ranijim boravi§tima, bilo povratnici iz Rusije. Kao organ te grupe izlazio je
nedeljni list ‘Juedisches Volksblatt® (Jevrejski narodni list), u kritiénom
prvom periodu od 1921 do zakljuéno 1924 godine. Savezu je prilazilo sve vise
novih &lanova, a on je osnovao i jevrejsku omladinu i podupirao sportski
klub ‘Juda Makabi’. Novosadski cionisti odrZavali su tradicionalne veze s
cionistitkim centrima u Be€u i u Berlinu, pa su tek postepeno sredjeni odnosi
saradnje sa ‘Savezom cijonista Jugoslavije’ sa sediftem u Zagrebu. Tek
poéetkom 30tih godina stvara se i u Novom Sadu t.zv. MCO, t.j. mesna
podruznica SCJ-a, a 1937 osnovan je i Organizacioni Sekretarijat za Voj-
vodinu, s uredom u Jevrejskom domu (podignutom 1935 g.) u N. Sadu. Jo3
krajem 20tih godina cionisti su preuzeli vlast u Jevrejskoj opstini novo-
sadskoj, a za vreme municipalnih izbora 1928 godine nastupila je prvi put
‘Jevrejska stranka’ i dobila 5 mandata u gradskom veéu. Biv§i opstinski
prvaci ili samo konfesijonalno svesni Jevreji nastavili su versko-prosvetnim i
socijalnim (karitativnint) radom, a cionisti su agitirali prodavanjem 3ekela,
znaka pripadnosti poKretu jevrejske obnove, skupljali fondove za izgradnju
Palestine i radili na upoznavanju jevrejske istorije i kulturne bastine,
ukljugivsi i kurseve hebrejskog jezika. Stav vlasti prema toj delatnosti bio je
povoljan i u znaku neme$anja. Veéina verskih sluZbenika i rabina,
proizaglih iz nema&kih, austrijskih ili madjarskih rabinskih seminara i 3kola,
nije isprva prihvatila nove tendencije koje su uveli cionisti u jevrejski Zivot.
Postepeno su mnogi medju njima pristupili i aktivno saradjivali u
cionistickom duhu, a drugi pak drZali su se pasivno ili indiferentno.
Ukljutivanje vojvodjanskih cionista u op3tejugoslovenski cionizam dosao je
do izraZaja izborom jednog potpretsednika Saveza cionista, kao pretstavnika
Vojvodine, i odrZanjem dva uspe$na ‘Savezna veéa’ u N. Sadu, kao i jednog
omladinskog sleta, a najzad i izlaskom novog cionistitkog dvojezi¢nog glasila
‘Jevrejske Novine/Juedische Zeitung’. Cionisti¢ki pokret Vojvodine bio je u
punom jeku, kad je naiSla nemacko-madjarska invazija, a time je podeo
genocid nad vojvodjanskim, kao i ostalim Jevrejima, Jugoslavije.
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
