The Institute for the Protection of Cultural Mon-
uments of Serbia has been housed for half a
century in a luxurious building at Radoslava
Gruji¢a 11 in Belgrade’s municipality of Vracar.
In 1972, it was merged with the Yugoslav Insti-
tute for the Protection of Cultural Monuments
and moved to this house in former Bozidara
AzZije 11.The house has been used by the Insti-
tute since 1965. Previously it housed various in-
stitutions of the Yugoslav federal authorities. In
1953, an article in the daily newspaper “Borba”
noted that a reception had been organised in
honour of Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt at the Union
of the United Nations Associations of Yugosla-

via that was located at the same address. The
building was also used by the Federal Coun-
cil for the Coordination of Scientific Research,
as well as the National Committee of Yugosla-
via for the Defence of Peace, as was mentioned
in a “Borba” article from 1952. From the archi-
val data, we can learn that the attic rooms were
converted into offices in 1948 for the needs of
the Institute for International Politics and Econ-
omy, as a part of the Presidency of the Govern-
ment of the FPRY.

Since that time, despite numerous adaptations
by various institutions, the house hasn’t lost
the characteristics of a family home, keeping
the love and warmth brought by its first own-
ers, Elisabet and Adolf Minh (Miinch).

The development of industrial production in
Serbia was on the rise during the eighth de-
cade of the 19th century. Foreigners who had
capital and professional knowledge played a
leading role in the industrialisation, while the
Serbian state provided them with a good basis
for successful business thanks to its geograph-
ical location and pleantiful raw materials. For-
eigners from Austria-Hungary, who settled in
Serbia with their families, were especially inter-
ested. Among the settlers was the Minh fami-
ly, Jews from the town of Trest in Moravia. The
Minh family was numerous. Samuilo, the pro-
genitor of the “Serbian” part of the Minh family,
married twice, with Rosa and Eliza, and had sev-
en children: sons Julius, Adolf and Aleksandar
and daughters Ida, Regina, Margareta and Au-
gusta. The male descendants lived and worked

In 1880, brothers Samuilo and Berthold Minh
and Joseph and Karl Schumpeter received per-
mission and the exclusive right to build the“First
Serbian Privileged Factory of Woollen Manufac-
tures of Minh and Schumpeter” in Paradin, the
Principality of Serbia.

ten years. The factory started operating in 1882
and soon became one of the largest and most
modern factories of its kind in the Balkans. Af-
ter the death of Joseph Schumpeter in 1887,
Karl retired from the business, the beneficiaries
of the privilege became the Minhs and the fac-
tory continued to operate under the name“The
First Royal Privileged Industry of Baize, Woollen
Fabrics and Yarn of the Minh Brothers."The Min-
hs did excellent business. They constantly im-
proved the production and achieved an ex-
ceptional product quality, so they supplied the
Serbian army and during a visit to the factory,
even King Aleksandar Obrenovi¢ ordered fabric
“for cape and suits."The factory burned down in
afirein 1904 and later the “Serbian Glass Facto-
ry” was built on its foundations.

The “Rules of the Mining Association for the
Kingdom of Serbia”adopted in 1895 encouraged
many businessmen to invest their capital in the
opening of mines. The good business opportuni-
ty was also recognised by the Minh family, who
at the end of the 19th century invested their sur-
plus profits into mining and became the own-
ers of the mines Sv. Stevan near Aleksinac and
Moravac near Cic¢evac. In 1902, they received a
concession from the government for the min-
ing of hard coal on Mount Rtanj. The first decade
of their business was used for the setting up
the mine and the development of its infrastruc-
ture. In that period, the transport of coal was

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modernised - instead of ox carts, an aerial tram-
way and a mining mountain railway were built,
adits were opened and a steam power plant,
coal separation, mine’s administration building,
a smithy, a sawmill, various workshops and oth-
er industrial facilities were also constructed. The
development of the mine was stopped by WWI
and the occupation of Serbia in 1915. The Minh
family left the mine and spent the war years
abroad. The occupying forces captured and op-
erated the mine, and during the withdrawal they
destroyed most of the mining equipment. After
returning to Serbia, thanks primarily to the great
efforts, as well as the war reparations, the Min-
hs managed to restore the operation of the mine
within a short period of time. Until 1919, the
mine was managed by Samuilo Minh and after
his death by the eldest son Julius together with

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his brothers Adolf and Aleksandar. The hard coal
from Rtanj was of exceptional quality, especial-
ly good for smithies, so it had many buyers and
consumers throughout Yugoslavia. By constant-
ly investing in the development of their industry,
the Minhs managed to maintain a high techni-
cal and technological level, which resulted in the
expansion of the business and the construction
of new facilities such as the briquetting plant
in the village of Mirovo in 1929. Julius’s sudden
death in 1931 briefly halted the development of
the mine, which soon continued to operate suc-
cessfully under the management of his wife Gre-
ta, Adolph and Aleksandar Minh. The peak in the
coal production was reached during the fourth
decade of the 20th century, when the annual
production reached the incredible 100,000 tons.
With the onset of the new war in 1941, after forty
years, the Minhs left the mine on Rtanj for good.
During WWII, the mine was managed by the Ger-
mans and after the war it became state-owned
and continued to operate until 1967.

A mining settlement on mountain Rtanj is a tan-
gible evidence of how the Minh family treated
their employees humanely. The labour force
came mostly from the surrounding villages of
Mirovo, llin, RujiSte, Dobrujevac and Dobro Pol-
je, while the professionals generally came from
abroad - Germany, Hungary and Czechia. Some
ten years after opening the mine, a settlement
was built where the proprietors worked on im-
proving the living conditions of the employees
while developing the business. The settlement
consisted of flats for the staff, an electric pow-
er station, a carpentry workshop where the fur-
niture was made free of charge, a doctor’s sur-
gery, a grocery, a cinema and a private school.
According to the data from the 1930s, there
were about 2,000 people living there.

In the memory of her husband
Julius, Greta Minh had a chapel
built on the top of Mount Rtanj.
The chapel was dedicated to St.
George and consecrated in 1936.
Many workers were engaged

for that undertaking and they
transferred stone material to the
difficult-to-access Siljak summit
using donkeys.

In the settlement, the Minhs had a villa with
a garden, which was the place for family
gatherings. Around the house there was a large
park with a conservatory where some exot-
ic plants and trees were grown, all brought by
Gretta and Julius from their travels. Gretta and
Julius are remembered as very good and hu-
mane people, particularly nice to children. They
helped schools to be built in several settlements
on mountain Rtanj, and they provided text-
books for the pupils and bestowed scholarships
and gifts for holidays. Along with the good liv-
ing conditions, the Minhs used to organise so-
cial and cultural events - theatre plays, cinema
projections, bowling activities, football tourna-
ments and entertainments with orchestral per-
formances. In 1935, a Sports Centre was erected
in the settlement, containing a gymnasium, a li-
brary, a lecture room and a football pitch.

Rtanj was a wealthy settlement, not only in ma-
terial sense, but also in terms of its multicultur-
alism which the mine owners nurtured in par-
ticular. The Minhs honoured the local traditions,
regularly celebrating the Slava of St Sava, the
school’s patron saint’s day, and the Slava of St
Procopius, the patron saint of miners’ day.

The development of the business and the accu-
mulation of capital, first from textile industry and
then from mining, brought the Minh family to
Belgrade very quickly. Thus, immediately after the
opening of afactory in Paracin, they established a
warehouse and a retail store for textile products
in Belgrade at Knez Mihailova 13. For the needs
of further distribution of ore from mount Rtanj,
they opened a headquarters at Kralja Milana 6
and a store at Topli¢in venac 4, while their bri-
quette warehouse was located in Dorcol neigh-
bourhood. The accumulated capital was further
invested in the purchase of land parcels and the
construction of properties, such as alarge invest-
ment in Decanska 33-35 and Kosovska 9.

The development of mining-in Serbia opened
up the issue of health and social protection of
miners, which initiated the organising of the so-
called “fraternal funds” (mining insurance funds).
After WWI, Adolf Minh, as the-long-term presi-
dent of the Main Mining Insurance Fund in Bel-
grade, signed an investment for a new three-sto-
rey building with: a «clinic and flats for rent at
Avalska 11-15, which was then built in 1938

According to archival data, the houses in Bel-
grade linked to the family members are at the
following addresses: Timocka 19, Zeleni venac
21, Prote Mateje 31, Studenic¢ka 2, Bregalnicka 9,
while three villas - in Silvija Krancevica, Vojvode
Proti¢a and Lackoviéeva streets - stand out as the
main residences of Greta, Adolf and Aleksandar
with their families.

Although Greta spent most of her time on Rtanj
mountain, in 1937, a modernist style villa was
built for her at Silvija Kranjcevi¢a 9 in line with the
design of engineer Nikola Novakovi¢, with a spa-
cious garden that extended to the neighbouring
Bregalnicka street.

Aleksandar Minh's family house was built in 1930
at Lackoviceva 6 in Belgrade’s neighbourhood of
Dedinje. The design for the representative city vil-
la in the style of modernism came from Belgrade
branch of Matija Bleh company from Prague, Cze-
chia. The interior of the building, enriched with
artistic elements in a modernist manner, harmo-
niously complemented the elegant exterior.

Adolf Minh was born on 18 May, 1880, in Paracin
(Serbia). He was the fourth child of Samuel
Minh. Adolf’s education started at the grammar
school in Prague and was completed at the Vi-
enna Trading Academy. He returned to Serbia
in 1899 and joined his father and older broth-
er Julius in the family business. He dedicated his
entire working life to his job and the improve-
ment of “Braca Minh” [Brothers Minh] compa-
ny. He became the backbone of the company till
the end of its existence. Adolf Minh was an ex-
tremely enterprising and capable industrialist,
and a great expert for mining. Because of that
he was at the head of several associations. From
1919 he was the president of the Association of
Mining Entrepreneurs of the Kingdom of Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes. For many years he was the

At the beginning of the 20th century, the central
part of the present-day Vracar neighbourhood
was mostly uninhabited, covered with meadows,
while the plots with modest houses were sparse.
Between the two wars, the citizens belonging to
the upper middle class recognised the advantag-
es of living on the outskirts of Belgrade and be-
gan to settle in the area by building villas. Adolf
Minh bought a plot with a one-storey house in
Vojvode Protica street before 1920, joining it with
a neighbouring vacant plot. By building a luxuri-
ous villa, he contributed to the transformation of
Vracar into a prestigious residential area.

The design for the house with technical doc-
umentation has been lost, but archival sourc-
es indicate that the work was probably entrust-
ed to engineer Cvetko Andelkovi¢ in 1926 and
that it was completed a year later. The house
was built along the street line with a front gar-
den and an inner courtyard where a garage with
a room for the driver was placed, which was rath-
er rare at the time. With a rectangular ground
plan the house was built as a two-storey building
with basement, ground floor, first floor and attic
space. The academically designed facade with a
consistently implemented horizontal and vertical
divisions was additionally emphasised by shal-
low decorative plastic. According to the urban
plan from 1923, a street was planned to be built
on the south side of the house, which is why the
southern facade was also richly decorated.

There was a spacious yard around the house, pro-
tected by a brick fence with wrought iron, a mon-
umental gate and a car entrance. The garden was
developed with special care by Elisabet Minh. In
the garden filled with decorative plants, there
was a shallow elliptical pool and according to the
family recollections the garden also included a
tennis court.

The house in which the Minh family used to
live has changed its purpose over time, but the
life style of the interwar Belgrade city elite can
still be sensed. The owners’ representativeness
and wealth, visible on the exterior of the house,
stood out even more in its interior. The ground
floor played the role of a piano nobile. It was a
public area with common rooms: a hall, a din-
ing room, a smoking [gentlemen’s] room and a
lounge. The largest part of the ground floor is
occupied by the hall, representative space from
which it is possible to enter the other rooms.
Judging by the artistically finished wall pan-
els made of solid wood, the wooden niches,
carved doorframes, marble fireplace, carefully
laid down parquet and the lavish wooden stair-
case that leads to the first floor, the hall played
the role of a reception room for guests. The
smoking room is connected to a lounge that
leads onto a winter terrace from which it was
possible to go down to the garden using stairs.
The dining room was the place where two
clearly separated spheres, the private and the
public ones, met. It was linked with the smok-

Unfortunately, Minh family didn't avoid the
tragic fate of the Jews during WWII. Some mem-
bers lost their lives in the Holocaust, while the
majority hid during the war and managed to
seeitend.

On the eve of the war, Adolf Minh hosted sis-
ters Ida and Regina with their children at his
house and gave them shelter when they came
to Yugoslavia fleeing the Nazis. Honourable and
proud, when he realised that the world he lived
in was disappearing and that the German occu-
pation was bringing an uncertain and tragic fu-
ture, Adolf committed suicide using a revolv-
er in the garage of his house on 27 April 1941.

Pavle, the son of Aleksandar Minh, kept a diary as a young
man, which is an exceptional document about the life of
the family and the fate of the Jews during the war years.

His sister Margareta and her husband were de-
ported to the infamous Auschwitz camp, from
where they never returned. Ida’s son Alfredo,
who lived in Rtanj and worked at the mine head
office, was shot by the Germans in Zajecar in
1944. Greta Minh spent the war in llino, a village
on mount Rtanj and died in Boljevacin 1951.

Adolfo’s wife Elisabet spent the period of the
occupation at her house in Belgrade, but soon
thereafter moved to the American continent,
where she died in 1977. Their daughter Vera
and her husband Miloje Jovanovi¢ spent the

war years in Belgrade and Great Britain, and lat-
er they settled permanently in South America.
The war found Adolf’s son Dorde in Switzerland,
where he was studying, from where he moved
to Brazil. Today, Vera’s children - Vida, Mark, and
Adrian and DPorde’s son Jorge Adolfo live with
their families in different countries in the Amer-
icas.

The only member of the Minh family who
stayed in Belgrade was Aleksandar and his wife
Alis. Their son Pavle moved to Israel, where he
died in 2013, and their grandson Daniel lives in
Africa today.

There is not a single descendant of the former-
ly numerous Minh family living today in Serbia.

Although the Minhs do not live in Serbia any-
more, there are numerous buildings left that
testify to the erstwhile presence of the family
in the region.

The mine was closed in the late 1960s, marking
the downfall of Rtanj settlement. The walled up
mine shafts, the demolished industrial struc-
tures, the abandoned sports centre, the closed
school and only few permanently inhabited
houses hardly testify to the once wealthy colo-
ny and its extraordinary past. St George’s Chap-
el on the summit of Rtanj dedicated to Julius
Minh was destroyed by crude looters. Still,

there is hope that the increasingly more nu-
merous nature lovers would help revive the
settlement, this time with a new tourist role,
like the Minh house turned into a hotel. Today,
Gretta’s house in Crveni krst, Belgrade, is used
as a kindergarten, while Aleksandar Minh’s villa
in Dedinje is now a private school facility. Of all
the real property the Minhs used to have, now-
adays their descendants have just a mine shaft,
the one that is a symbolic image on the fami-
ly’s tombstone in Novo Groblje [cemetery], Bel-
grade.

However, not only the tangible remains keep
the memory of the Minhs. There is still a
